Number: Fractions (continued)


Compare and order fractions; Identify, name and write equivalent fractions; Recognise mixed numbers and improper fractions; Add and subtract fractions with common denominators; Multiply proper fractions and mixed numbers by whole numbers; Solve problems involving multiplication and division, including scaling by simple fractions and problems involving simple rates. 


Number: Decimals


Read, write, order and compare numbers with up to three decimal places; Recognise and use thousandths and relate them to tenths, hundredths and decimal equivalents; Round decimals with two decimal places to the nearest whole number and to one decimal place. 


Solve problems involving number up to three decimal places; Multiply and divide whole numbers and those involving decimals by 10, 100 and 1000; Use all four operations to solve problems involving measure [for example, length, mass, volume, money] using decimal notation, including scaling. 


Number: Percentages


Recognise the percent symbol and understand that percent relates to ‘number of parts per hundred’, and write percentages as a fraction with denominator 100, and as a decimal;

Properties and changes of materials.


Compare and group together everyday materials based on their properties.


Know that materials will dissolve in liquid to form a solution.


Use knowledge of solids, liquids and gasses to separate mixtures.
