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Book Bags- Please remember that your child needs to bring their book bag to school every day. 


Water bottles- Please make sure that your child has a clearly named water bottle in school every day. Please don’t transport your water bottle in your book bag as the water can damage the reading books if they leak. 


PE kit- Your child will need to have a clearly named PE kit in school, hanging on their peg.








This half term the children will be focusing on their fine motor skills and be creating some observational drawings of plants and the environment around them. They will have the opportunity to use a variety of media including pastels, paints and crayons. They will also be taught how to create junk models in the workshop. During music sessions the children will be learning about beats and rhythms. They will listen carefully to songs and use instruments and their hands to clap in time to the beats. 





Mathematics














We will be continuing to develop both fine and gross motor skills in classroom provision. Each week your child will be taking part in a focused PE session in the hall. 








Physical Development 





In maths we will continue to identify, write and order the numbers 0-20. Some children may be challenged to write all their number to 100! We will be continuing to solve addition and subtraction number sentences. The children are able to do this independently in play using objects but are now able to record some number sentences in their books. In preparation for year one we are encouraging some children to use a number line to help them solve number sentences by counting on or back. You could practise this at home?  


We will also be exploring and creating patterns independently during free flow.




















This term we will continue to support your child in taking turns, sharing and playing co-operatively with their peers. We will be encouraging your child to take part in group activities and participate in playing games in small groups.


We will also focus on the topic ‘moving on and change’. We will be discussing how the children feel about year one about moving up to year one. 








Personal, Social & Emotional





We will be continuing to deliver a short phonics lesson each day. We have now covered all of the phase two and phase three phonemes. We have also learnt all of the phase two and phase three ‘tricky truck’ words. In phonics we practise using phonics to write for different purposes such as lists, labels, captions, stories. 


In English we are developing independence in preparation for year one. Children will be writing weekly in their ‘Have a go’ book. They will be encouraged to follow the sentence rules as they write sentences-


Use phonics fingers


Use finger spaces between each word.


Use a full stop at the end of each whole sentence.


Make sure that each sentence makes sense.


Children should be becoming more fluent and independent in their reading. Children should be recognising many high frequency words and reading them confidently. They would benefit from discussing the story they are reading thinking carefully about the main events and how characters may feel in the story and why. 














This half term we will be focusing on change and moving up to year one.








During our farm topic we will be learning about animals and plants. We will learn about what it means to be living and how to keep healthy. We will specifically learn about the animals that live on a farm and how to look after them. We will also be focusing on life cycles and how animals develop and change through their lives. If we are lucky enough we may be able to observe a caterpillar’s life cycle. We are also hoping to hatch some chicks in our classroom.
